• We endure and reap the encouragement and the hope of God, 15:4b, cf. Romans 5:3-4. 
• We live in harmony with one another, 15:5a. 
• We live in concert with Christ Jesus in full conformity to his will and his way, 15:5b. 
• We glorify with one voice the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, 15:6.
