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An impatient Christian is a powerful weapon in the devil’s hands … 
• Satan wants us to get impatient with God, for an impatient Christian is a powerful 

weapon in the devil’s hands. You will recall from our study of James 1 that Moses’ 
impatience robbed him of a trip to the Holy Land; Abraham’s impatience led to the 
birth of Ishmael, the enemy of the Jews; and Peter’s impatience almost made him a 
murderer. When Satan attacks us, it is easy for us to get impatient and run ahead of 
God and lose God’s blessing as a result (Wiersbe, W. W.).
